For Slides: Label each slide with your name and title of work on the front of the slide. Please
indicate the top of the slide. Place slides in an “8 % x 11” clear vinyl slide sheet holder. Write your
name on the holder.

For CDs: Label each file with your name and title of work. Write your name on the CD
holder. Submit images in .jpeg format, resolution 72dpi; file size should not exceed 1mb.

Artists must submit a 100-200 word Artist Statement (hard copy and electronic copy)
which addresses the relationship between the artist / the work and the “Drug Addiction and
Recovery” theme.

Artists must also complete and submit the Submission Form.
